Level Activities

Centred around three learning obijectives: resilience building, fostering teamwork and promoting
inclusivity, our students were engaged in a variety of activities and experiences designed to develop

Based on the Reflective Practice Model of asking
‘what’, ‘why’, ‘so what' and ‘now what’, this
pedagogical approach shaped students’ learning
experiences over the two days, as they went
through a cycle involving experiencing, reflecting,
thinking and acting to transform their experiences
into learning.

Through the varied activities conducted by
subject departments, students had meaningful
experiences where they made discoveries about
themselves and rekindled interests and passion
for something that they truly enjoy. In the
concluding activity, students reflected on their
personal experiences on a piece of craftwork. We
hope parents had a good conversation with their
children about Book-Free Day.
